Period 7

Mini School





Students, according to their specific needs, can be placed in the Mini School which gives the opportunity to work in a smaller class situation (Numeracy, Literacy, Humanities and French). 





Resource Base Lessons





Students are withdrawn from Mainstream lessons as an individual or in small groups for activities in either literacy, maths, handwriting, anger management or Dyspraxia that are tailored to meet their learning needs.
