Speech and Language Therapy

What is Speech and Language Therapy?

Speech and Language Therapists work with people of all ages who experience speech, language, communication or swallowing difficulties.

Speech and Language Therapists work in partnership with individuals and their families, and with other professions and agencies to reduce the impact of these often isolating difficulties on people’s wellbeing and their ability to participate in daily life.

Speech and Language Therapists offer assessment, therapy programmes / sessions, and advice to people with a wide range of communication difficultes. Some of the most common of these are:

· Autistic spectrum disorders – difficulties with social interaction and / or speech and language

· Speech sound difficulties - children who are difficult to understand

· Receptive language problems – children who have difficulty understanding what is said to them

· Expressive language problems – children who have difficulty expressing themselves
