· Fidgets

· Doesn’t understand

· Can’t remember what’s been said

· Slow to pick things up / get the point

· Takes language very literally

· Mixes up words / uses the wrong word

· Says ‘thing’ a lot

· Can’t tell stories

· Mistakes with grammar

· Jumbles ideas up

· Poor organisation in written work

· Mistakes with grammar

· Doesn’t respond well to questions

· Can’t think of words

· Goes off the point

· Doesn’t listen

· Shouts out all the time

· Doesn’t’ answer

· Gets the wrong end of the stick

· Socially isolated / bullied

If your pupil displays several of these behaviours s / he may have a language or communication difficulty.
